· Senior: This division is open to riders that compete at a faster speed than the junior division.  Must have already competed in a mounted games competition and have some familiarity with the races. A team consists of 4 to 5 riders.

· Advanced: This division is open to experienced mounted games riders who play at a fast pace. A team consists of 2 riders. Advanced players must be 14 years or older as of January 1.
