Groups will be decided as the entries dictate. The Organizer reserves the right to combine groups with the intent to keep groups as small as possible and still cover expenses.  There is no guarantee that riders will be assigned to the session requested. However, MGAA will make every attempt to assign sessions as requested.  MGAA will make sessions assignments on a first come basis giving MGAA members priority.

2.    From Frederick:
Take 270 South to 495 (Washington Beltway).;  Stay in two left lanes and when it splits, stay to left and go toward College Park, Maryland; Take Beltway 495 to Exit 11, Pennsylvania Avenue South/East (Route 4); Stay on Route 4 for 3 lights.  After 3rd light, go right onto Route 223, Woodyard Road.   At end of exit ramp, there is a light; Turn left at light onto South Osborne Road.; Go about 1 mile and turn left onto Farm Road; Farm Road is a gravel road and stay to the right at the fork.  Go about 1 mile and see arena on right.
