Let the games begin with the first ever Beachball Games Series, a brand new competition featuring both old and new games and games style excitement.  Come and join us for three competitions at the Kentucky Equestrian Center on May 29 & 30, July 10 and August 14!  Each day will include three sessions: a morning, afternoon and an evening session.  Morning and evening sessions will consist of “typical” games fare including familiar races. During the afternoon session, we will play wacky new beach-themed races.  (There have been rumors of water balloons, and a pile of unusual games equipment—water noodles, grass skirts, flower leis—has been accumulating!)

Riders will be scrambled on the spot into mixed age teams or pairs depending on entries.  Each session may include several rounds depending on entries and experience level of the riders.  
All ages and levels of play are invited.  You may ride as many different ponies as you wish.  You do not need to be a member of USPC, MGAA or any other mounted games organization.  

Please fill out your entry form and release before you arrive.  You will not need to show us your Coggins forms, but please have them with you.  An email to rosemark@meginc.com saying you are coming would be appreciated!
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Due to bad weather on May 1, we have combined Beachball #1 and #2 into a weekend event.  We will have three sessions (morning, afternoon, and evening) and a potluck luau on Saturday.  Sunday will consist of two sessions (morning and afternoon), possibly with an informal practice session Sunday evening for those who wish to stay.

Cost:  Weekend Package: $ 60 for 4 rounds with the Saturday afternoon session free.

If not riding 4 rounds, $15/round.  

· Morning: A session of familiar games played in rounds according to entries and rider experience levels.  Rounds may be played as te4ams or as pairs as entries warrant.
· Afternoon: Familiar games become morphed into beach-themed races.  New kinds of “beachy” equipment and a guarantee of laughs as we try to use it.  Games will be played in rounds according to entries and rider experience levels.  Rounds may be played as teams or as pairs as entries warrant.  As the series progresses, we will incorporate “Bring Your Own” races.  Bring a written description of a made up beach-themed race, including equipment, and test it out.  
· Evening: More familiar advanced games played in mixed age teams or pairs at a faster pace.  The number of rounds will be determined by rider entries.  This will be a great session for teams going to Nationals to practice together.
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General Information
Payment: Checks made out to “Beachball Games”
Stabling:  Horse and tack stalls are available at a cost of $25 for the first night and $20 for the second night. (Not included in cost of entry!)   Stall fees include 2 bags of shavings.  If you plan to arrive on Friday, please let us know in advance.
Food/Water:  Water is available on the grounds.  There is no food or concessions on the grounds.  Lunch will be on your own.  A potluck luau will be held between the afternoon and evening sessions.  We will provide pineapple ham and eating utensils.  Please let us know in advance if you’ll be at the Luau.
Camping:  There are 10 water/power campsites on the ground and 6 power only campsites.  Campsites are $20/night.  Please let us know in advance if you will be camping.
Directions:  From I-64 East or West, take exit 96A.  Turn South (right if coming from the west) off the exit ramp. Take a left at the first light onto the Winchester bypass (1958).  At the second light on the bypass, turn left onto Rte 15.  Follow 15 11 miles to Rte 974. Turn left just before yellow church onto 974.  Go .7 miles on 974, crossing the Mountain Pkwy, then take the second gravel left onto a gravel road (just past a white house with a black barn).  Follow the flamingo to the games site.
