Open to all ages and levels of riders. ASTM/SEI approved helmets are required

for all riders. Stabling is available on grounds if needed. Teams will be pinned right after their division from 1st to 6th place. Teams are requested to bring PINNIES or wear MATCHING SHIRTS and have a WHITE HELMET COVER or HAT BAND.


Games and equipment will be in accordance with the MGAA Rule Book which you can find at http://mountedgames.org/files/2010MGAARulebook.pdf  All entries must have an entry form, current coggins, medical release, and competition entry release form. 

NO Refunds after the closing date without a medical note. Each team must send in 2 volunteers with their entries for the competition day or the team will not be allowed to compete. Stabling available at $35 a day. You will need to bring your own shavings, hay, and buckets. There is water available in the barn. Please leave a contact number on the stall. When you leave, stalls will need to be stripped.  FOOD WILL BE AVAILABLE AT NEW HOPE FARM. 

NEW HOPE FARM RULES:

*Absolutely NO DOGS allowed on the premise.  Exhibitors, guests and spectators who bring dogs, will have dogs impounded at the owners’ expense.

*No lunging horses on any lawn.

*No use of outdoor ring

*All minors must be supervised by an authorized adult.

*Parking restricted to parcels across from NHF main entrance. All fire lanes need to be

 kept clear. No parking in residence “restricted” area, lower parking lot or tenant spaces.


*Area VIP Lounge and Lobby are off limits.
