Join us for a games competition held by the Pickering Hunt Pony Club. There are divisions for adult, beginner, intermediate and advanced riders. You may enter as a team (see divisions below) or enter as an individual to be placed on a team.  Entries will be accepted on a first-come, first-serve basis. A completed entry consists of check and all required paperwork in the organizer’s hands.

All riders are invited to compete in the Pickering Hunt Series.  You do not need to be a member of USPC, MGAA or any other mounted games organization to enter and compete.  The Organizer reserves the to right form teams from individual entries.  The Organizer also reserves the right to close entries before the closing date if the facility capacity is reached early. The organizer also reserves the right to cancel a division if there are not enough entries, and also to combine divisions.
Closing date is May 15, 2010.  

Entries received after the closing date will be put on a space available list and will incur a late fee.  Please include e-mail address on entry so we can notify you when your entry has been received.

**All teams must bring someone to help with their own lane's equipment.
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Divisions: * Divisions may be modified as entries warrant.

· Fossils:  This division is open to adults.  Open to Moms, Dads, family teams, and former USPC players who want to get back into playing mounted games.  Fossils do not have to get on and off of their horse. A team consists of 4-5 riders. Organizers may combine teams if necessary.
Cost:  $35 for PHPC members, $40 for non-members.

· Training:  This division is open to any age/skill level.  Horse must be green and in training.  To be played at a slower pace appropriate to training a horse.  A team consists of 4-5 riders. Organizers may combine teams if necessary.
Cost:  $35 for PHPC members, $40 for non-members.

· Novice: This division is open to riders new to mounted games or for those who want to compete at slower speeds. Cantering is permitted. Assistants to younger children may be used if necessary. A team consists 4-5 riders. Organizers may combine teams if necessary.
Cost :  $35 for PHPC members, $40 for non-members.

· Intermediate: This division is open to riders that compete at a faster speed than the junior division.  Must have already competed in a mounted games competition and have some familiarity with the races. A team consists of 4-5 riders.

Cost:  $35 for PHPC members, $40 for non-members.

· Advanced: This division is open to experienced mounted games riders who play at a fast pace. A team consists of 4-5 riders.
Cost:  $35 for PHPC members, $40 for non-members.
